THE PRESENT RULES ARE APPLICABLE TO TRANSPORTATION OF PASSENGERS AT THE MOSCOW CABLE CAR
AND ARE OBLIGATORY TO ALL PASSENGERS!

ATTENTION!

EQUIPMENT AND MACHINERY OF THE CABLE CAR CAN REPRESENT INCREASED DANGER TO PASSENGERS!

l. GENERALTRANSPORTATION RULES

1.1 Passengers are obliged to familiarize themselves with the present Rules, as well as to estimate current
meteorological and slope conditions by means of information displays, navigation stands and announcements
installed on the territory of the Vorobyovy Gory and Luzhniki sports complexes. Passengers should also evaluate
personal possibilities to use the cable car, as well as possibilities of accompanied children and disabled persons.

1.2 Access to the cable car is only allowed to passengers in possession of valid tickets or accreditations. Access
to certain areas of the cable car can be temporarily or permanently closed or restricted due to the weather
conditions.

2. TRANSPORTATION OF CHILDREN

2.1 Children up to 14 years old must be accompanied by adults. Adults accompanying children are obliged to:
2.1.1
2.1.2

2.2 A child takes one seat regardless of age.

evaluate the condition of children and ensure their safe embarkment, transportation and disembarkment;

familiarize children with safety rules at the cable car, especially during an emergency stop.

2.3 Transportation of unaccompanied children whose height is under 125 cm on the chair lift is prohibited.

2.4 When accompanying two children whose height is under 125 cm on a chair lift, an adult should sit between the
children and avoid empty spaces.

2.5 When riding a chair lift, there should be at least one adult on each seat.

2.6 It is not recommended to transport children up to 1 year of age at the cable car.

3. TRANSPORTATION OF DISABLED PERSONS

3.1 Prior to purchase of a ticket to the cable car, persons with disabilities and their accompanying persons should
inform cable car service personnel about their limitations or additional help required. In case of using special
equipment (wheelchair or specific sports equipment), it should be inspected and approved for transportation by
the cable car staff members.

4. TRANSPORTATION OF LUGGAGE

4.1 Small size hand luggage is approved for transportation inside the cabin of the cable car. Skis and snowboards
should be transported in special compartments, located outside the cabin doors. Ski poles are transported
inside the cabin.

4.2 Transportation of other luggage may be approved by the cable car staff members, in case it does not affect
safety of passengers and equipment.

9. TRANSPORTATION OF ANIMALS

5.1 Transportation of animals at the cable car is prohibited (except dogs whose weight is up to 5 kilograms and
which are transported in containers, cages or bags with waterproof bottom, that does not allow animals to leave
it on their own and access the cabin of the cable car).

6. EMBARKMENT

6.1 Embarkment of passengers on the cable car is only allowed at specifically designated areas at the stations and
only in presence of the station attendant. Passengers that require help when embarking and disembarking the
cable car should inform the station attendant prior to their trip.

6.2 Passengers are obliged to:

6.2.1 follow the queue line and embark the cable car in their turn without interfering with other passengers;
6.2.2 not to exceed the allowed number of passengers (eight] in the cabin of the cable car;

6.2.3 follow the rules for transportation of luggage;

6.2.4 do not cross the indicated borders of the embarkment platform;

6.2.5 do not prevent the doors of the cabin from closing;

6.2.6 before embarking the cabin with equipment, passengers should immediately fix it properly, following the

instructions of the station attendant or special signs, or pass the equipment to the station attendant to be fixed
properly at the cabin;

6.2.7 after disembarkment passengers should remove the equipment from the cabin without delay or address
the station attendant for assistance.

6.3 Additional Obligations of Passengers on the Chair Lift
6.4 Passengers are obliged to:
6.4.1

6.4.2 embark the chair lift passengers should align themselves along the line of approaching seats. After
taking a seat passengers should pull the safety bar down. If a seat is not completely full, passengers should sit
in the middle;

not to exceed the allowed number of passengers (four) on the chair lift;

6.4.3 skiersshouldembarkthechairliftwiththeir skison (the skipoles should be heldinone hand), snowboarders
should embark the chair lift with snowboard fastened to one leg.

7. TRANSPORTATION OF PASSENGERS ON THE CABLE CAR

7.1 Transportationof passengersatthe cable carshouldbecarriedoutinaccordance withthe RulesforTransportation
of Passengers, approved by the managing organization and only on the properly functioning cable car within
operation hours.

7.2 During the trip the passengers are forbidden to:
7.2.1
7.2.2
7.2.3 swing the cabin or the seat of the chair lift, as well as to stand up during the movement;
7.2.4

7.3 During the trip the passengers are obliged to:
7.3.1

7.3.2 incaseof emergency stop nottotrytoleavethe cabinorchairlift on their own, and wait for the instructions
of the rescue crew or the cable car staff members;

7.3.3

try to open the doors;

throw items of any kind out of the cabin or leave garbage in the cabin or on the chair lift;

lift up the safety bar of the chair lift.

remain seated:

in presence of any unattended items inform the cable car staff members or security personnel.

8. DISEMBARKMENT

8.1 At the area of disembarkment the passengers are obliged to:
8.1.1

8.1.2 disembark the cabin or the chair lift without interfering with other passengers and without travelling
around the end stations (lower or upper stations];

8.1.3 remain in their places and wait for the instructions of the cable car staff members if the disembarkment
IS not possible within the indicated platform border;

8.1.4 remove the equipment from the cabin immediately after disembarkment or address the station attendant
for assistance.

wait until the doors are opened;

9. PASSENGERS ARE STRICTLY FORBIDDEN TO:

9.1 try to embark the cable car out of operation;

9.2 embark the cable car outside of the specially designated areas;

9.3 smoke, consume alcoholic drinks and ride the cable car in all states of intoxications;
9.4 damage equipment or metal constructions of the cable car;

9.5 draw or write inscriptions on the floor, walls and cabins;

9.6 transport explosive, flammable and toxic items, weapon or other items that can affect safety of passengers of
cable car staff members.
